About the Edsall class Destroyer Escort USCG version :

During the Korean War, most troops were transported by air to operational areas. To protect these 
troops, the United States Coast Guard established several ocean stations in the Pacific Ocean. To 
occupy these stations, the Coast Guard reactivated 12 Edsall class destroyer escorts. Nine of these 
ships were manned by Coast Guard crews during World War II. The ships were fitted with weather-bal-
loon shelters. The ships were designated as WDEs with the number 100 added to the hull numbers to 
eliminate any confusion with with WAVPs.  The WDEs  provided weather information and radio relays, 
as well as an emergency crash site for aircraft if needed. Two WDEs served in the Atlantic Ocean. All 
ships were returned to the United States Navy after the hostilities ended.

À propos du Destroyer Escort classe Edsall version USCG :

Pendant la Guerre de Corée, la majorité des troupes étaient acheminées sur le front par voie aérienne. 
Pour assurer leur protection lors du survol maritime, l’US Coast Guard avait disposé plusieurs points 
de surveillance dans l’Océan Pacifique. Pour jouer ce rôle, douze destroyers de la classe Edsall furent 
réactivés. Neuf d’entre-eux avaient un équipage de vétérans de la Seconde Guerre Mondiale. Parmi 
toutes les modifications apportées aux bâtiments, il faut noter la présence d’un abri pour ballon 
météo. Classés comme WDE (Weather Destroyer Escort), ils étaient chargés de la veille météo, relais 
radio, ou navire de sauvetage en cas de crash aérien. Deux Destroyers Escort de la classe WDE 
servirent aussi en Atlantique. A la fin du conflit coréen, tous les bâtiments furent réincorporés dans 
les rangs de l’US Navy.
